OF THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE

VILLAGE OF CAZENOVIA

A RESOLUTION TO ENACT REGULATIONS FOR THE USE OF THE BOAT LAUNCH FACILITIES AT LAKESIDE PARK

WHEREAS, it is the determinations of this Board of Trustees that the current regulations governing the use of the boat launch at Lakeside Park is inadequate and not effectively serving the public interest, and 

WHEREAS, the Village is presently unable to provide adequate enforcement of the regulations governing the use of the boat launch at Lakeside Park, and

WHEREAS, there are legitimate concerns about the deterioration of the condition of  Cazenovia Lake, and

WHEREAS, there are presently limited opportunities for funding from the State of New York and other outside sources to improve conditions in Cazenovia Lake, and

WHEREAS, it is the determination of this Board of Trustees that the existing regulations governing the use of the boat launch at Lakeside Park do not serve the best interest of the Village or the broader community interested in the Cazenovia Lake resource, and


WHEREAS, as part of a broader effort  to most effectively manage public access to the Lake, the Board of Trustees acknowledges the Town of Cazenovia’s decision to close the access points at the north and south end of the Lake to all but car-top users.  The Town of Cazenovia is further invited to enter into an inter-municipal agreement with the Village to help provide all residents with a safe, well-maintained access point to the Lake, and


WHEREAS, the Board of Trustees endorses and agrees to be an active participant in a Watershed Advisory Council or similar body  to be formed by the Town of Cazenovia.  The Board of Trustees acknowledges the importance of horsepower restrictions and other measures designed to improve safety on the Lake, but feels they should be applied universally for greatest effectiveness.  The Village agrees to serve as an active partner in enforcing any such restrictions or safety measures which may be enacted by the Town of Cazenovia, and 


WHEREAS, it is the intent of this resolution to enact regulations which will effectively make the boat launch at Lakeside Park a safe, well enforced and well maintained access point to Cazenovia Lake for those who wish to enjoy this precious resource, and it is the further intent of this resolution to keep a balance between the interests of Village residents and the interests of other potential users of Cazenovia Lake and the boat launch facilities at Lakeside Park, and to enhance opportunities for funding to improve and protect Cazenovia Lake.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT HEREBY RESOLVED, by the Board of Trustees of the Village of Cazenovia, pursuant to the authority provided in Section 119-2 of the Code of the Village of Cazenovia that the following regulations for the use of the boat launch facilities only at Lakeside Park, be and hereby are enacted:
1.
Use of the launch will be by permit only.  Permits may be obtained free of charge from the Village Clerk by all Village Residents, temporary guests of a hotel, motel, bed and breakfast or  similar temporary lodging establishments located within the Village, and residents of municipalities entering into an inter-municipal agreement with the Village of Cazenovia to provide permits free of charge to their residents.  Permits will be available to residents of other municipalities at a cost of $40    .

2.
A total of 18 parking spots for vehicles and trailers will be designated and marked on the south side of the access drive between the gate and the old bathhouse.  Nine of these spots will be reserved only for Village residents and others authorized under an intermunicipal agreement approved by the Board of Trustees.  The other nine spots may be used (first-come first-served) by any permit holder.
3.
Parking of vehicles and trailers shall be in the designated areas only.  Vehicles and trailers parking in unauthorized areas in the park or on nearby streets will be ticketed.  Users may not access the ramp or remain in the park unless a parking space is available for their vehicle and trailer, with the exception of permit holders who launch their boats and immediately exit the park.

4.
All users of the launch must obtain a permit at the Village Clerk’s Office.  All applicants will be provided a summary which clearly sets forth the rules and regulations for the Lakeside Park launch as well as safe/considerate boating practices for Cazenovia Lake.  All applicants will sign an acknowledgement that they have read and understand the rules and regulations.  The Village of Cazenovia reserves the right to refuse issuance of permits, and/or revoke permits issued to users with documented violations of these written standards.
5.
Permit applicants will be issued two stickers, one for their boat and one for their trailer.  Stickers issued to Village residents and inter-municipal agreement residents will be one color.  Stickers issued to all other applicants will be of a contrasting color to allow parking space enforcement.

6.
Full day enforcement will be conducted during approximately 41 days during 2008.  Days slated for full day enforcement include all weekends from 3 May to 7 September, plus Memorial Day, July 4th and Labor Day.  The Village will employ part-time police officers for this duty to the greatest extent possible.  Fulltime enforcement will be conducted from 8:00 a.m. to 8:00 p.m. on the designated days with supplemental coverage by the Village’s on-duty police officer on all other days and during the hours from dawn to 8:00 a.m. and from 8:00 p.m. to dusk on designated days.

This resolution will be reviewed and modified as deemed necessary by the Board of Trustees.
