The public hearing for the discussion of the Community Development Block Grant was opened at 6:46 p.m.  This is the 2nd of 2 public hearings to discuss the community development needs and priorities and to provide residents with information about the Community Development Block Grant.  
Trustee Van Arnam reported that the requirement is that the Village has two public hearings on this grant.  At the first the board was to explore the ideas of the grant.  At the 2nd meeting, the Board was to vote rather to go or not to go ahead with the grant.

Pringle Symonds wanted to know if any of the grant money could be used for Lakeland Park.  David Botar commented that 51% or more of the grant money has to low and moderate income residents. The park would cover all residents and probably not qualify. 
Ms. Pulkinen wanted to now if there has been a traffic study?  Trustee Van Arnam will have a discussion with DOT.  
Betsy Kennedy wanted to know if the Village Board was going to reconvene the Riverside Committee.  Betsy would also like to see another a public hearing.  Trustee Van Arnam commented that the committee would reconvene.   
Motion made by Trustee Van Arnam and seconded by Trustee Kurt Wheeler to pass the following resolution:
RESOLUTION #   – BE IT RESOLVED, that the Village of Cazenovia through its governing body, the Board of Trustees, will not go forward with the Community Development Block Grant application this year, but will reapply next year for the grant.

Five in favor.  Approved.
Motion made by Trustee Kurt Wheeler and seconded by Trustee Van Arnam 
to close the public hearing at 7:05 p.m.  Vote taken.  All aye.  Approved.  
Motion made by Trustee Van Arnam and seconded by Trustee Wheeler to move into executive session at 7:05 p.m.
The Village Board moved out of executive session at 7:35 p.m.  There were no motions, proposals, or decisions made in executive session.
