Mayor Kurt Wheeler opened the Public Hearing at 7:00 p.m.  Mayor Wheeler reported last month there was a joint meeting with the Town of Cazenovia to begin the annexation process for the land known as the Stowell property which is located just east of the Village.  It was decided at that meeting that the Village will serve as the lead agency for that proceeding. The Town Board and the Village Planning Board are interested agencies as well as the State Department of Transportation (DOT) and State Department of Environmental Conservation (DEC).  The annexation request was sent to the State and the Village anticipates hearing back sometime this month from those agencies so the Board can take further action at the November Board meeting.  Tonight’s goal is to receive public input, public suggestions and public concerns and get them on the record as early as possible so they can factor into the potential developer’s plans.
Jerry Munger, an employee of Nice N Easy wanted the Board to know that Nice N Easy will be an excellent new member to the community.   John MacDougall is very generous.  The Nice N Easy in Manlius donated $50,000 for the turf field at Fayetteville Manlius High School. Mr. Munger added he has never had a request for community support or a donation refused and Nice N Easy has just pledged $250,000 to the Ronald McDonald House. The annexation and the approval of the Nice N Easy will enhance the community.
Bonnie Bryans of Fenner Road asked the Board if this annexation included the Ender’s house and Mayor Wheeler answered no.  Ms. Bryans asked if Cazenovia really needs a third gas station.  Mayor Wheeler answered that Nice N Easy will address that question at a later date.
Stephen Ludwig of Carriage House Apartments stated he was concerned with the lighting and how it would affect the bird’s migration.  He added there was no reason for the lighting pointing upward and this is a hazard.  Mayor Wheeler noted that the Village now has lighting codes in effect which are consistent with the dark skies model.
Motion made by Mayor Wheeler and seconded by Trustee Amy Mann to continue the Public Hearing on Monday, November 7, 2011 at 6:45 p.m. before the Village Board meeting.

7:10 PUBLIC HEARING – TO RECEIVE ADDITIONAL PUBLIC COMMENT ON THE POTENTIAL ACQUISTION BY THE VILLAGE OF THE CURRENTLY CLOSED CLARK STREET BRIDGE FROM THE COUNTY OF MADISON – OCTOBER 3, 2011

Mayor Wheeler opened the public hearing at 7:10 p.m. Mayor Wheeler reported Madison County took over all the bridges in the county about 20 years ago with the concept that they would be best equipped to manage the funding  from the state and federal level.  That process worked quite well for a period of time however in recent years the funding stream for state and federal monies for bridges has dramatically declined.  About 18 months ago the Clark Street bridge was flagged by the State Department of Transportation and reduced to one lane and this past May the bridge was closed down all together.  After a lengthy discussion with the county it was determined that it would be at least 10 years before this bridge would move to the top of their priority list.  The Village has engaged the services of Delta Engineering to conduct a study on the bridge to give the Village more data to go on about the exact condition of the bridge and what the potential costs would be for replacement. Delta Engineering has a section of their company that specializes in bridge work and that is why the Village has chose them.
Mayor Wheeler introduced Aaron Falkenmeyer of Delta Engineering. Aaron gave a introduction to the services they will provide the Village. Delta Engineering will provide a study that will give the Board and members of the village a more educated background on what is entailed, what condition the bridge is really in and what could be done to either rectify or move forward with rehabilitation of the bridge itself.  At this point, Delta will review all the existing information available on the bridge, perform site inspection, be in contact with both the County and the State Agencies to get as much information as possible to make recommendations to the Village.  At that time the Village could use that information to discuss with possible funding agencies.  This report will be completed before the November 7th Village Board meeting.

Trustee Peggy Van Arnam stated she thought in considering the bridge there were two basic issues.  One is the issue of whether the bridge should be repaired very soon and the other is who should do it. Trustee Van Arnam added that this bridge belongs to the county and we all pay county taxes and maybe the Board should put pressure on the County to change their priority list as there are safety issues and many other issues that might help move the bridge up the list. Trustee Van Arnam suggested the Board try this before asking the village taxpayers to pay for a county bridge. One other idea might be to make a deal with the County that they pay the Village back for the repair of the bridge.
Trustee Dave Porter spoke about a timber frame structure option.  Mayor Wheeler said that option was looked at earlier and seemed to be a high maintenance option but at this point all options are still open.

Trustee Amy Mann added that this project is a hard one and that the Board is looking for public sentiment on this.

Mayor Wheeler reported he has been in touch with the state representatives and has been told that there are many natural disasters that would take precedence over Clark Street bridge.  Mayor Wheeler will be looking into some grant programs that may be available.

Richard Golden of 9 Clark St. asked the Board who had full responsibility for the bridge and Mayor Wheeler answered that the County does until the Board votes otherwise.  Mr. Golden also asked if the Village was being threatened by the factory and Mayor Wheeler stated that was not the case.  Mr. Golden added he thought the County should be doing the studies that the Village has hired Delta Engineering to do.  Mr. Golden added that if the Village takes over this bridge because of the need of repair, what will stop that from happening with the next county bridge that needs repair as there are two other County bridges one of which is not on a county road.
Tara Hartley of 25 Burton Street which is across from Burton Street Park and Rink spoke of what she sees daily from her home.  The 18 wheeler trucks have not been rerouted and pass by her house everyday at all hours along with the National Grid bucket trucks.  Ms. Hartley reminded the Board   that Burton St. is the only access to the elementary school for staff, teachers, and students in kindergarten through fourth grade. Burton St. is a narrow, unlined street with no curbing with low laying power lines and branches.  Ms. Hartley has watched 18 wheeler trucks travel on the wrong way on Burton St. due to the low limbs.  Ms. Hartley has also watched a school bus and an eighteen wheeler try to pass simultaneously.  These vehicles need to use the parking lot of Burton Street Rink to pass by each other.  This situation is not good especially with children walking, riding bikes and riding scooters. Ms. Hartley asked the Board to be proactive and not wait for the county.

Burton Street Principal Mary-Ann MacIntosh thanked the Village Board for even thinking of repairing the Clark St. bridge and added her priority is the safety of her students.  Ms. MacIntosh agreed with Ms. Hartley and her concerns as the only access to Burton St. School is in front of the school. Ms. MacIntosh also reminded the Board of an emergency evacuation that took place in June at a home across from the elementary school after the students had been dismissed.  When the staff was evacuating up by the factory as that was the only route open, Ms MacIntosh thought what would happen if she had the five hundred students to also evacuate. 
Adam Walburger of 43 Burton St. reported that a lot of traffic has been rerouted using Michigan Road as he travels that route many times a day going to his office.  He feels the factory has done the best that it can do with rerouting the trucks but there are still on the order of 6 plus or minus tractor trailers down Burton St every 90 minutes.  Mr. Walberger added that he would like to thank the parents and the community as they are being patient and sane while dropping the students off at school.  Mr. Walberger made a public request for more police enforcement on that road as there are still speed issues on that road.  

Mayor Wheeler reported Chief Hayes has obtained software for the speed sign we have that has a radar attached that can read the speeds and a traffic counter as well so we can have a count of the trips that are made and the times these trips are made.
Karen Cowherd who is the Transportation Supervisor for the Cazenovia School District thanked the Village for working on this issue as it is a serious one.  Ms. Cowherd echoed both Ms. MacIntosh’s and Ms. Hartley’s concerns.  Ms. Cowherd added she didn’t feel we could wait ten to fifteen years for the County to repair the bridge.
Mr. Golden agreed with the school and also agreed tractor trailers do not belong on Burton Street.

Bill Hall, a retired engineer commended the Village Board for retaining Delta Engineering to come up with a study which would give a cost estimate and added if he were the engineer he would recommend at this time the Village proceed as far as they can even if it included the design to be in a position so when and if an infrastructure grant program comes out of this depression, the Village would be ready and could move up to the top of the list.

Mayor Wheeler reported he had spoken to a member of the Department of Transportation and they had stated there are not enough resources to get everything done that needs to be done with the states crumbling infrastructure. There is plenty of work to be done but there is no funding to pursue anything.   
Public Works Administrator Bill Carr added he had talked to Fenner Highway Superintendant Frank Hyatt

and he said that keeping Michigan Road to Roberts Road open is an option but he did indicate that the roads would not be open to heavy trucks in the spring due to the soft shoulders.  Heavy trucks on soft roads would cause a lot of damage.

Motion made by Mayor Wheeler and seconded by Trustee Amy Mann to continue the Public Hearing on Monday, November 7, 2011 at 7:00 p.m. or directly after the 6:45 p.m. public hearing.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT HEREBY RESOLVED, that the design and construction of facilities to separate storm water runoff generated by existing buildings in the Village historic business center along Albany Street from the sanitary sewer system, also referred to as the GIGP Cazenovia Stormwater Runoff Harvesting Project, is an unlisted action, with the only potential other involved agencies being the New York State Department of Environmental Conservation and the New York State Environmental Facilities Corporation, and that a coordinated review of the Project be conducted with the Village of Cazenovia Board of Trustees acting as lead agency. It is hereby determined that the action will not have any significant adverse effects upon the environment.  The basis for this determination is that this action is an effort to mitigate the existing adverse effects of excessive stormwater influence on the sanitary sewer treatment plant serving the Village.  All excavation activity will be beneath existing streets, alleys and parking areas, all involving previously disturbed soils, and no other potentially adverse environmental impacts have been identified, and it is hereby further 

RESOLVED, that the attorney and engineers for the Village shall, and hereby are authorized to, complete and file a Negative Declaration and take such other and further actions as may be required to discharge this Board of Trustees’ responsibility as lead agency for this action.
