The Village Board approved the minutes from the November 7, 2011 Continued  Public Hearing to receive additional public input on the pending petition for annexation of Hannah Strack, Jeff  N. Stowell, Sr. and Susannah S. Lucas.  The Village Board also approved the minutes from the November 7, 2011 Public Hearing to receive additional public comment on the potential acquisition by the Village of the currently closed Clark Street bridge from the County of Madison and the November 7, 2011 Village Board meeting.

 Amy Mann, Deputy Mayor and member of the Tree Commission accepted a check in the amount of $550.00 on behalf of the Villagefrom Jim Maloney of National Grid’s Forestry Division.  This program reimburses municipalities $50 for each tree planted correctly under power lines which ensures the trees won’t interfere with the power lines in the future.  Also present was Brian Skinner who runs the 10,000 Trees and Growing program of which the Village is a member.

Mayor Kurt Wheeler reported the Village had received a solid proposal from the local Sphere Development LLC to build a medical center and public parking on the Riverside Drive property. St. Joseph’s Hospital would be the anchor tenant.  Mayor Wheeler added that the intent tonight is to designate Sphere Development LLC as the preferred developer and to authorize them to engage in direct communications with St. Joseph Hospital. Trustee Peggy Van Arnam thought it was important for the public to know that this project will probably move forward in stages.  Mayor Wheeler reported the Village needs to become a much more active partner in this project and by doing so the Village will pursue grants for the public improvements such as public access and additional public parking which are investments for the Village. Trustee Van Arnam reported that she had met with Kurt Wendler of Sphere Development and shared the history of the Riverside Project with him.  Sphere will begin with a site design concept similar to that in place at the end the Green and Shannon team’s work.
Motion made by Mayor Wheeler and seconded by Trustee Amy Mann to schedule a special meeting of the Board of Trustees to be held on December 19, 2011 at 7:00 p.m. at the Municipal building to discuss the terms and conditions of a potential contract authorizing Sphere Development to enter into lease agreements with potential tenants related to the development of the Village owned property located at 7 Riverside Drive.  The Board of Trustees may also discuss any other Village business that is brought before the Board at this meeting.

Trustee Tim Mahoney gave an update on the Clark Street bridge project.  On December 1st Trustee Mahoney attended a meeting with Bill Carr, the Madison County Highway Superintendent, the lead engineer for Madison County as well as John Dunkle and Doug Sgromo, engineers from Dunn & Sgromo, 
The purpose of this meeting was to talk to them about how to get the Clark Street bridge repaired.  Trustee Mahoney asked the county how they could help the Village and asked them to walk the Village through what is the county’s typical approach when replacing a bridge. There was a lengthy discussion on the Clark Street bridge and the options that are available. It was decided that the next step was for the Village to decide who the Village is going to use to be the engineer to put a package together for bidding purposes. The Village Board reviewed a contract from Dunn & Sgromo Engineers, PLLC for this project.

Motion made by Trustee Tim Mahoney and seconded by Mayor Wheeler to pass the following resolution:

RESOLUTION # 47 - BE IT RESOLVED that the Village of Cazenovia through its governing body the Board of Trustees, hereby designates Dunn & Sgromo as the Village engineer for the Clark Street bridge rebuilding project not to exceed $22,000 as per the December 5th proposal.

Trustee Dave Porter reported he had attended a CACDA meeting on November 16th and submitted text for the CACDA newsletter.

Trustee Porter reported he and the Mayor had met with Charlie Sovik regarding the Village’s health insurance.  Mr. Sovik has put together two options for the Village employees keeping the increase to 2%.  The village employees will contribute for one of the options. There will be a meeting with the employers in the next week or two.

Trustee Porter reported Lake Watershed Council will be meeting on December 12th.

Deputy Mayor Amy Mann reported the Tree City USA application is complete and is with Greg Owens at the DEC for an initial review and from there it will go to the Arbor Day Foundation.

Deputy Mayor Mann reported Chief Mike Hayes helped the local merchants by purchasing special pens to detect counterfeit bills.

Chief Hayes reported to the Board that he has two resumes and he is interested in hiring the two applicants as he has lost some part time police officers over the past few months.

Trustee Van Arnam reported there were 130 court cases in October which is up from 52 cases last October. The Court Office will be closed January 23rd – January 27th to clean up some unfinished reports to the state which predate the current Court Clerk’s work tenure.  Trustee Van Arnam added she was completing an internal court audit.  It should be noted that with the huge increase in cases over the past few years, the Village is straining the one part time court clerk position which will need to be addressed.

Trustee Peggy Van Arnam reported the water usage for the month of November was 6,657,000 gallons.

Trustee Van Arnam added that there was a recent water break on East Lake Road which again raises issues with the outside water users. This line serves two outside water users only.

Trustee Van Arnam reported there were 107 tickets issued in November; 65 tickets paid;   $1335.00 in fines deposited and there were no donations in November.  Also collected was $ 30.00 for New York surcharge that will go to the state.  There was $50.00 collected in boot fees. There are thirteen people currently on the boot list.

Trustee Van Arnam reported the parking committee is hoping to piggy back on the effort of the economic development committee and with the help of the survey hopefully will be able to help with the parking issues.  Trustee Van Arnam added she was concerned about visitors getting parking tickets and we need to think of ways to better handle this.

Trustee Tim Mahoney reported the public works department had done sidewalk maintenance for the winter by filling in some of the gaps with asphalt so the sidewalk plow will be able to cruise on top of the sidewalks. They have also staked any major obstructions so they will know where not to plow.

Trustee Mahoney reported that the street sign at the north end of Carriage Lane was missing and Bill Carr had ordered one to be installed.

Trustee Mahoney had concerns regarding National Grid replacing street light bulbs and he volunteered to collect the information needed and get it to National Grid.

Mayor Wheeler reported he anticipated by next month the Village would have some initial site plans for the recently annexed property on the edge of the Village by Nice N Easy.  Mayor Wheeler added that he had spoken to David Katleski regarding the potential annexation of a brewery on Rippleton Road and things are moving forward with that.

Barb Henderson, director of CACDA reported the execute contract for Carpenter’s Barn is in Albany and we should hear back within the next couple weeks.

John Ninos who owns property at 56 Albany St. brought to the attention of the Board his concerns regarding the reconstruction of the Burritt property located at 52-54 Albany St.  The Nino’s architect and engineer have written to the Burritts with their concerns.  Mr. Ninos reported to date, he has not heard back from the Burritts. Mayor Wheeler said that Bill Carr, Zoning Enforcement Officer and Advisor to the Planning Board will certainly take this for action.  Mr. Ninos added he felt he should have been notified of the reconstruction project.  Mayor Wheeler answered that with some of the zoning changes that had been done, notification is now required. Mayor Wheeler thanked Mr. Ninos for bringing this item to the Board’s attention and assured him the Village will contact him personally with their findings.
