Summary of Changes to Chapter 180 (Zoning) of Cazenovia Village
Code during Final Phase of Revisions (July 2011)
It should be noted that 90% of the modifications to the village’s zoning code were completed during previous phases of the process over the past three years since the adoption of the comprehensive plan in 2008. Major topics have included revised zoning districts, light regulations, sign regulations and the addition of a college zone. The primary modification during the final phase has been to reorder the code into a more logical sequence to make it more user-friendly for village officials, residents and potential builders. In addition, the following detailed revisions were made during this phase.
180-9 – Deletion of definitions no longer used in code such as “tourist home.”

180-15 – Addition of Post-Secondary Ed as a special use in A-C zone to be consistent with other zones.

180-35, 47, 51 – Add “hospital or related use” to “medical center or clinic” as a special use in RM, B-1 and B-2 zones to provide greater flexibility for potential medical facilities such as extended elder care.

180-56 – Add “hospital or related use” to “medical center or clinic” as a use in VEN zone to provide greater flexibility for potential medical facilities such as extended elder care.

180-62 – Add “but not necessarily limited to” to PD use in VES to provide greater flexibility for medical or other mixed uses in that zone.

180-70, 71 – Modify PD definition to include potential for its use on smaller sites (one or more acres) and a wider variety of uses that are harmonious with adjoining districts.

180-115 – Clarify language regarding pools and hot-tubs (above-ground pools greater than two feet in depth not permitted). 

180-116 – Clarify language regarding satellite dishes on residences (only permitted on front if no other option exists).
180-137 – Addition of “abutters notice” – requirement to post a sign at proposed project location where zoning changes, subdivisions, site plan review, certificate of compatibility, special permits and/or area/use variances are requested.

180-42 – Addition of more detailed guidance for site plan review based on effective models used in other communities. Intent is to clearly spell out requirements so applicants can present a complete package at the onset of the process.
